9:00 AM CITY OF SEATTLE – GC/CM & DESIGN-BUILD - Recertification  
Review Chair: Jeff Jurgensen; Full Committee in attendance  
(26 voting members; 2 recused) 
• The City of Seattle has established an internal review committee, similar to the structure of the PRC, 

that meets regularly to assess and evaluate the use of DB or GC/CM on projects for the City.  The 
intent of this committee is to ensure the City’s DB & GC/CM projects are appropriate use of the delivery 
method and are monitored on a quarterly basis through project closeout.  If the project does not 
demonstrate timely progression, it is re-evaluated by this committee and may be taken off the project 
list for DB or GC/CM. 

• Public Body meets all RCW requirements for Recertification. 
• The applicant has demonstrated success in GC/CM and DB delivery 
• Has 22 APW projects that are ongoing or completed since 2019. 
• The City has had no audit findings since certification in 2019. 
• Lessons Learned: 

o GC/CM project with federal funding are challenging to meet state DBE requirements.  
o On Design-Build the owner must be prepared to review work and make any required decisions in a 

timely manner.

10:00 AM DEPARTMENT OF ENTERPRISE SERVICES – GC/CM & DESIGN-BUILD - Recertification 
Review Chair: Kyle Twohig; Full Committee in attendance  
(26 voting members; 7 recused) 
• DES is a Statewide Agency that provides Capital Project Management on Public Works Projects for 34 

Community and Technical Colleges, the State Capital Campus, Department of Corrections, Department 
of Social & Health Services, Washington State Patrol, Department of Veteran Affairs and about 20 
other small State Agencies. 

• Currently DES has 9 GC/CM and 5 Design-Build projects completed or in process, 4 GC/CM and 3 
Design-Build projects proposed for the 23-25 Biennium, and 2 projects where the alternative delivery 
type is still TBD. 

• All Alternative Delivery projects require inclusion plans.   
• Unlike other Public Bodies, DES’ inclusion efforts are statewide so the appearance of lower inclusion 

numbers can be misleading due to the broader area of service compared to a school district or county. 
• Application meets all RCW requirements

afford to float costs. 
o Be consistent with document sharing by deciding early to have one communication sharing tool and 

take the time for all involved to learn that communication tool (i.e Bluebeam). 
o Maintain open dialogue and collaboration with the whole team. 
o Termination for convenience is a valuable aspect of the standard contract, when needed.

• The School District has an experienced and qualified team with additional consultant support. 
• The School District has demonstrated some success in managing public works projects in the past, and 

needs appropriate owner controls for the subcontractor bidding process to address conflicts of interest 
from the General Contractor and consistently demonstrate fair transparency throughout the bidding 
process. 

• Applicant has a good assessment process to determine appropriate delivery method to utilize. 
• Applicant could not answer inquiry regarding outreach efforts. 
• The School District has not demonstrated how they have met their goals for inclusion. 
• Lessons Learned: 

o Because of close collaboration afforded by the GC/CM process, time was recovered in the 
schedule caused by complications in stormwater permitting and COVID-19 supply chain delays. 

o As-Built information plays a critical role in selective demolition. 
o Enhanced documentation will help stakeholders understand the design-decisions. 
o Formalize an updated set of Technical Specification Standards focused on sustainable practices.

o Work with GC/CM partners on enhanced MWBE participation through careful structuring of sub-bid 
packages. 

o Double outreach efforts to expand partnerships and to more intentionally include community 
advocacy groups.

• Lessons learned from previous projects have not been incorporated into their most recent procedures 

and they do not have examples of how they made adjustments.
