Three major rivers—the Snohomish, Skykomish and Stillaguamish—flow 
through Snohomish County from the slopes of the Cascade Mountains to the 
shores of Puget Sound.   Early county residents were drawn to the region’s 

mining towns, logging camps, sawmills and quarries.   Slabs of granite quarried 
in the Snohomish County town of Index were used for the broad front steps of 

Washington’s state capitol. 
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
